CONSENT ORDER

The Loussiana State Board of Archilcctural Examiners [hercinafter the “Board™’|, by and through its
Executive Director. pursuant to authorization by the Board, and Prevot Design Scrvices, APAC [hereinafter
“Respondent Corporation™], by and through its duly authorized undersigned represcntative, hereby agree to the
following:

Respondent Corporation was first issued a certificatc of authority in the Stale of Louisiana as a
professional architectural corporation, number AC0413, on March 7, 2005; however, its certificate of authority
was in an expired status from July 1, 2016, through March 3, 2020.

On March 3, 2020, Respondent Corporation submitted its reinstatement application to the Board
which suggested that the Respondent Corporation practiced and/or offercd to practice architeciurs in the State
of Louisiana when its certificalc was expired. The Board opcned an investigation based upon the renewal
application. The investigation disclosed that between July 1, 2016, and March 5, 2020, Respondent
Corporation, as a prolessional architectural corporation, practiced and/or offered to practice architecture in
Louisiana. The Board acknowledges that it kncw thal Respondent Corporation had not rencwed its certificate
of authority during this time period; however, the Board did not know that Respondent Corporation was
practicing architecture during this time.

La. R.S. 37:133(A)(3) prohibits certificate holders from practicing architcclure in Louisiana without
proper certification. La. R.S. 37:154{A) prohibits any person [rom practicing, or offering to practice,
architcclurc in Louisiana without being properly certified. La. R.S. 37:153 and La. R.S. 37:154(A) authorizes
the Board to take disciplinary action agamst persons who violate La. R.S. 37:153(A)3) and La. R.$.37:154(A)
upon [inding of guilt following notice and hearing and a majority vote of its entire membership authorized Lo
participate in the proceeding. La. R.S.37.153(A)3) and La. R.S. 37:154(A) were in effect at all timcs material
hereto.

Respondent Corporation acknowlcdges that its certificate of authorily was in an expired status from
Juls 1, 2016, through March 3, 2020, and during this lime period Respondent Corporation practiced

archilecture in Louisiana.

By letter dated April 23, 2021, the Board gave notice to Respondent Corporation that it was
considering the preferral of charges against it on the grounds that it may have violated La. R.S. 37:153(AX3)
and La. R.S. 37:154(A) relative to practicing and/or offering to practice architecturc in Louisiana with an
expired certificate of authority during the period of July 1, 2016, through March 5, 2020.

Wishing to dispense with the need for further proceedings and to conclude the instant proceeding
withoul further delay and expensc, and for the purpose of this proceeding only, Respondent Corporation and
the Board do hereby enter into this Consent Order, in which Respondent Corporation of its own free will
consents to the issuancc of a Consent Order by the Board, whorein Respondent Corporation agrees to (a) pay a
fine of four thousand and no/100 ($4.000.00) dollars, (b) pay administrative costs of one thousand five
hundred cighty-two and 85/100 ($1,582.85) dollars, and (c) the publication of this Consent Order on the
Board’s website, thc publication of a summary of this matter in the Board’s official newslctler, Lowuisiana
Architect, and the reporting of this maticr to the National Council of Architcctural Regisiration Boards
(NCARB), all identifying Respondent by name.

Respondent Corporation acknowledges awareness of said laws and/or rules and states that it will
comply with all applicable laws and rules henceforth. Respondent has been advised of its right to be
represcnlcd by counsel before the Board and/or to appear at any hearing personally or by counsel and present
wilnesses and evidence in its own behalr, it hereby waives this right and its right to appeal, and it states
allirmatively that it has been afforded all administrative remedics due it under the law. Respondent
Corporation further acknowledges awareness of the fact that the signed onginal of this Conscnt Order will
remain in the custody of the Board as a public record and will be made available for public inspection and
COpYyINg upon rcquest.

Therclore, in consideration of the foregoing and by signing this Consent Order, Respondent
Corporation does hereby waive its right to a hearing beforc the Board, to the presenting of evidence and
wilnesses in its behalf, to Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law in this case, and to judicial review of this
Consenl Order.

Respondent Corporation hereby represents that (a) it fully understands thc meaning and intent of this
Consent Order, including but not limited to its final and binding effect, (b) it has voluntarily entcred into this
Consent Order, and that no other promise or agreement of any kind has been made to or with it by any person
whatsoever to causc thc execution of this instrument. and (¢) the sanctions set forth in this Consent Order do
not prevent the Board from taking (urther disciplinary or enforcement action against Respondent Corporation
on matters not specifically addressed in this Consent Ordor.

WHEREFORE, the Louisiana State Board of Architectural Examincrs and Respondent Corporation

agrec that:
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1. Respondent Corporation shall pay a line of four thousand and no/100 ($4.000.00) dollars,
which shall be tendcred to the Board by certified check payablc to the Treasurer, Statc of Louisiana, duc upon
the signing of this Consent Order; and

2. Respondent Corporation shall pay administrative costs of one thousand (ive hundred cighty-
two and 85/100 ($1.582.85) dollars, which shall be tendered to the Board by certificd check payable to the
Louisiana Slatc Board of Architoclural Examiners, due upon the signing of this Consent Order; and

3. This Consent Order shall be publishcd on the Board's website, a summary of (his matter shall
be published in the official newsletter of the Board, Louisiana Architect, and this maiter shall be reporied to
the National Council of Architectural Registration Boards (NCARB), all identifying Respondent by name; and

4. This Consent Order shall not becomc effective unless and until it is accepted and signed by
and on behalf of the Board. Should the Board not accept and sign this Consent Order, it is agroed that
presentation of this matter to thc Board shall not prejudice the Board or any of its members, stafl, attorneys or

represcntatives from further participation, considcration, or resolution of any further proccedings herein.
